Fifth Release: Coca-Cola Roaring 20s “Good Companions” Pack, and Coca-Cola Roaring 20s “Style and 
Grace” Pack 
In the April 1996 issue of the Australian Phonecard Monthly Vol. 4, No. 4 (Re-
fer to https://www.sergent.com.au/phonecards/aust/apm04-04.html) on the 
front and rear covers were advertisements and an Order Form for the fifth re-
lease Coca-Cola Roaring 20s “Good Companions” & Coca-Cola Roaring 20s 
“Style and Grace” Standard Packs as well as all the previously released stand-
ard packs. It was also stated that only 4,000 of each of these packs were is-
sued at a price of $24.50 each. From this Order Form it could be seen that; 

 the prices of the Coca-Cola Red & White Santa Claus Standard Pack (also 
called the Santa I Standard Pack), and that of the Coca-Cola Polar Bear 
Standard Pack (also called the Polar Bear I Standard Pack) were still at $35 
each, and 

 the prices of the Coca-Cola Contour Bottle Standard Pack, and that of the 
Coca-Cola Sun Standard Pack were still at $29.50 each,  

 the prices of the Coca-Cola Santa II Standard Pack and Coca-Cola Polar Bear 
II Standard Pack were still at 24.50, but 

 the Coca-Cola ‘Gal’ Standard Pack, and the Coca-Cola ‘Guy’ Standard Pack 
were listed as “Buying” by the Universal  Coin Co. 

 

There were 300 of each of the Coca-Cola Roaring 20s 
“Good Companions” Gold Packs and Coca-Cola Roaring 
20s “Style and Grace” Gold Packs released, and they 
were priced at $69 per matched pair (= $34.50 each) (Re-
fer to line CK9 on the Left), as advertised in the Coca-Cola Section within “A Selection of World Phonecards 
from our extensive Stock” in the International Numismatics Phonecard Bulletin No. 27, March - April 1997.  
 

NOTE: Coca-Cola Pack No. 0230 is presently the highest numbered Gold Pack sighted, while Pack No. 342 is 
the lowest numbered Standard Pack sighted. Could any reader of this Newsletter who has a Coca-Cola 
Roaring 20s “Good Companions” Gold Pack and/or a Coca-Cola Roaring 20s “Style and Grace” Gold Pack 
with a Pack Number higher than 230, and/or a Coca-Cola Roaring 20s “Good Companions” Standard Pack 
and/or a Coca-Cola Roaring 20s Style and Grace Standard Pack with a Pack Number lower than 342, please 
provide the Editor with a scan, photo or copy of the back of that/those pack(s) showing its/their Pack No(s).?
